BRAZOS PARK EAST TRAIL EXTENSION RIBBON-CUTTING
CEREMONY SET FOR 10 A.M. THURSDAY

Waco, Texas (Sept. 9, 2014) — The City of Waco Parks and Recreation Department will
host a ribbon-cutting ceremony at 10 a.m. Thursday for the Brazos Park East Riverwalk
extension.

The ceremony will include city officials and will take place at the park, which is located
3500 N. MLK.

The $2.6 million project was funded primarily by the federal Transportation
Enhancement grant funds administered by the Texas Department of Transportation and
TIF funds.

The 1.3 mile trail extension includes a lighted, paved through the south end of Brazos
Park East which runs parallel to the river and continues north along the roadway. The
expansion also includes a new pavilion, pedestrian bridge, stone seating areas and entry
plaza with an informational kiosk.
