51% of the stock which is owned by one or more socially or economically disadvantaged
individuals; and (b) whose management and daily operations are controlled by one or more other
socially and economically disadvantaged individuals who own it. The groups included in this
program are Black Americans, Hispanic Americans, Women, Asian Pacific Americans, Service
Disabled Veterans, and Native Americans
